Year 1 Parent Summary Autumn 2020

Welcome to Year 1! We are delighted to have all the children safely return to school and we are incredibly proud of the positive and resilient attitudes they all display! 

Our parent summary will keep you updated on what your child will be learning. This year, we have carefully adapted our Year 1 provision and planning to meet the current needs of the children. Our topic for the first half of the spring term is Superheroes and for the second half of the term, our topic will be linked to the children’s interests.

English

A range of both indoor and outdoor writing opportunities are always available for children throughout the day during their independent learning through play. We will continue to have daily streamed phonics lessons to consolidate Phase 2 and 3 letter sounds. Those children secure in these phases will be introduced to phase 4 sounds and blends. There will be a focus on applying their knowledge of letter sounds to their reading and writing and this can also be supported in their reading and writing at home. Guided reading and writing will continue in small groups.  Children will be practising writing in full sentences and will be encouraged to use the high frequency and tricky words as well as writing pieces that include features of a narrative for example, the Colour Monster, Here We Are and Supertato.
This term we will introduce a new reading strategy, which ensures that each child is given 2 reading books – ‘My Comfy Read’ and ‘My Challenge Read.’ We aim to raise the profile of reading for enjoyment and build children’s confidence and fluency while also teaching them key reading skills such a clarifying, analysing, inference etc.
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Humanities

In Geography we will be learning about our local area. The children will learn how to locate different places on a map. In History, we learn about the lives of significant individuals in the past who have contributed to national and international achievements and we will therefore be learning about a real life superhero, Captain Tom Moore. 


PE
1. To build a solid Physical Education foundation for all our children our P.E sessions will be structured around Mastering Fundamental Movement Skills by working on;

2. ​Stability/Body Management Skills – Working on coordination, balance, and flexibility through movements such as  rolling, stopping, bending, twisting, landing, stretching, climbing, static and dynamic balancing and turning. (Autumn 1)
3. Locomotor Skills- how children travel and use their body e.g walking, running, skipping, galloping, hopping, jumping, sliding, walking backwards, and leaping (Autumn 2)
As well as weekly sessions with the PE coach, the will also be provided with a range of activities to develop their fine motor skills which are essential for writing. Children will continue to have daily access to our outdoor areas to further develop both their gross and fine motor skills.

Mathematics


The children will continue to work on number recognition, ordering numbers and the correct formation of their written numbers. We will be looking at place value (tens and ones) using practical activities in order to partition two-digit numbers. All lessons will include practical resources as we teach the skills of addition, subtraction and numbers bonds up to 10. In addition to this, children will explore number and shape patterns. They will also begin to learn how to use a number line and 100 square when solving number sentences. Mathematical opportunities will be available throughout our continuous provision for children to access during independent learning sessions. 
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Science


This term we will be learning all about ‘Materials’ and ‘Seasons’. We will be investigating different materials, their properties and uses. Children will be introduced to some basic scientific vocabulary as they investigate which materials are best for a superhero’s cape! The children will also learn about the changes across the four seasons and look at how weather and our surrounding environment vary.
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Computing 


Children will use ICT to support learning across the curriculum. They will have opportunities to tinker and create simple algorithms using BeeBots.  Children will be working on their digital literacy and how to keep safe online. 








Art and Design Technology


Inspired by our superhero topic, children will have opportunities to create and design their very own superhero characters. Children will have access to a wide range of resources throughout the continuous provision to inspire them to design and create independently.  Materials such as card, paper, tissue, paint and lots more will always be at hand. They will be encouraged to choose from tools such as scissors, tape, glue, string and hole punchers to construct their designs. 
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Music


In Music, we shall be exploring different sounds and their duration. The children will learn a variety of songs developing their sense of pitch and rhythm. They will also have the opportunities to play a range of tuned and untuned instruments.  
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PSHE


Children will take part in regular circle times where we discuss topics related to current affairs issues and how these can make us feel. With a focus on mindfulness, children will take part in weekly yoga and mindfulness sessions. When we teach mindfulness to children, we equip them with tools to manage stress, build self-esteem and skillfully approach challenges. We will also discuss online safety and the importance of keeping personal information secure.
