Spring Term
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English: 

Our English this term will be writing persuasive speeches after learning about the work of Greta Thunberg. The children will learn to analyse texts to identify key features and use these to produce their own writing. There will be a continued focus on Reading comprehension, and the corresponding skills, as well as spellings, punctuation and grammar.

Mathematics: 
In Maths we will continue our work on number skills, including all operations with a focus on fractions, decimals and percentages.  We will also be looking at shape, angles, ratio and algebra, as well as interpreting a variety of data. 
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Science:
The term in Science children will look at the biology of animals including humans. We will focus on the internal processes in the body such as circulation and digestion.
Computing Digital Literacy and Technology: 

This term shall be working on video production skills using Green Screen technology.
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Art & Design Technology:

In Art we will be linking to our topic work on natural disasters. 
Geography:
Our Topic this term will be “Natural Disasters”. The children will study both volcanoes, earthquakes and other disasters linking to our current affairs learning. 
PE:
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In PE we will be developing pupils’ physical fitness and tactical awareness through invasion games such as tag rugby, as well as improving the children’s movement skills through the practice of gymnastics.
