    Parent Summary
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Welcome back for the Summer Term 2021!  We hope you have all had a wonderful Easter break. As you will see below, the children will be introduced to lots of exciting new topics this term and will also build on their previous learning in many areas. We’re really looking forward to getting started!

Maths

In Mathematics the children will consolidate their understanding of the written methods for addition, subtraction, multiplication and division in more complicated problem-solving challenges. They will be applying the multiplication facts up to 12 x 12 and their corresponding division facts. The children will continue to work with fractions and decimals as well as look at the properties of 2D and 3D shapes, translations and the various units of measurement. Finally, children will investigate units of time and money.
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English

In Reading, children will be finishing off reading the story of Varjak Paw, still focussing on the VIPERS skills. In Writing, we will be looking to improve our work through editing and re-drafting, specifically when writing in narrative and persuasive form. 
Science

In Science, the children will be completing investigations based on Electricity. Children will identify common appliances that run on electricity. They will construct a simple series electrical circuit, identifying and naming its basic parts, including cells, wires, bulbs, switches and buzzers. Children will recognise that a switch opens and closes a circuit and associate this with whether or not a lamp light in a simple series circuit. 
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Computing
In Computing, the children will continue to learn how to use code to write simple games using Scratch and discovery coding. They will also continue to develop their digital literacy skills, looking specifically at ‘Animations’.
PE
Children will need a PE kit every Monday and Thursday for outdoor games. In PE, the children will focus on the skills: ‘stability’ and ‘object control’.
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Music
In Music the children will continue learning how to read music and will improve their skills playing the violin.
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History and Geography
This term, the children will focussing on the topics ‘Reign Over Us’ whereby the children will be transported back to the time of King Henry VIII, and ‘Tokyo 2021’ in anticipation for the upcoming Olympic Games.
PSHE
This term in PSHE, Year Four will continue to develop their emotional intelligence and wellbeing strategies daily. They will begin work on 'making choices' through their PSHE work. This will expose children to the responsibilities which come hand in hand with growing up. Children will learn about the importance of understanding their wants and needs through making the correct choices. Children will also explore ‘drugs and alcohol’ topics and will be equipped with the correct response should they face these choices.

Design and Technology
Children will continue to develop their techniques, including their control and their use of materials focusing heavily on clay modelling. 
Art and Design

The children will research the art history surrounding tutor shields and tutor portraits. Children will sketch and design their own tutor portraits. ​
