Parent Summary 

Summer Term
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English: 
In both reading and story writing the children will be looking at the mystery and suspense genre. We will analyse ways in which authors use language to build tension and the children will be incorporating these language features into their own narratives. We will be writing non-chronological report leaflets which will link to our Topic work – Mexico and the Mayans. We will be analysing a range of contemporary and classical comedic plays and discussing ways in which playwrights use language and stage directions for comedic effects. The children will then have a chance to consider the structural and language features of a comedic play when writing and acting in their own. We will also be exploring reports and discussing journalistic writing and linking this to our Tokyo 2021 topic.   
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Mathematics: 

In Mathematics, the children will be looking at decimals and percentages and will be converting the units from one to another. They will be looking at geometry and the properties of shape and the position and direction of a range of 2D and 3D shapes. They will be looking at measurement and converting units and the capacity and volume of an area.
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Science:
In Science, the children will learn about properties of materials and changes in state. We will be conducting a number of experiments and exploring ways in which liquids dissolve and finding out how we can separate mixtures. They will also be looking at the process of the water cycle including condensation and evaporation.

Computing Digital Literacy and Technology: 

In Computing, children will continue work on computing rights and responsibilities. They will be looking at a range of synchronisation and debugging strategies.
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Art & Design Technology:

In Art we will be looking at the work of Mexican artist Frida Kahlo and analysing a range of her portraits and self-portraits. We will focus on the Mexico theme of her work and the children will have a chance to consolidate a number of their painting and drawing techniques to create a similar style painting.  
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Topic:
Our Topic this term will be Mexico and the Mayans. We will find out information about Mexico and discuss who the Mayans were and what they believed in. We will have a Mexico themed day where we will celebrate Mexican culture – dressing in Mexican clothing and cooking Mexican food.
PE:
